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SIN LEADS TO DEATH 
THE JESUS BRIDGE - WEEK 3 (3-9Sep) 
 
1 Deut 32:4 - God is the Rock, his works are perfect, he does no wrong. 
2 Rom 3:23 - For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God 
3 Rom 6:23 - For the wages of sin is death 
4 Rom 5:08 - BUT God demonstrates his own love for us in this: while we were 
still sinners Christ died for us. 
5 Rom 10:9 - That if you confess with your mouth. "Jesus is Lord," and 
believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 
 
 
 

TREK READING NOTES 
TREK DAY 1 >> Read Romans 1:18-20 
> What words are used to describe sin? 
> What is God doing about sin? (v18) 
 
Thank God that he has made himself known and that we are without excuse. 
 
TREK DAY 2 >> Read Romans 1:24-25 
> What will God do about sin? 
> What do you think it means when it says �God gave them over�? 
 
Ask God that he would help you and your friends to see how serious sin is. 
 
TREK DAY 3 >> Read Romans 6:23 
When you start working, you get paid money. Another name for this is a wage. 
Your wage is what you earn for your work. 
> What does this passage say we have earned for our sin? 
> Why do you think God takes sin so seriously? (Think back to picture 1) 
 
Thank God for the 2nd half of this verse! He�s given us a gift that we can�t earn 
and that we don�t deserve. Praise God for Jesus! 
 
TREK DAY 4 >> Prayer & Praise  
Spend time reading over each of this week�s passages. Pray that God would 
help you to see that because you sin you deserve death. Thank God for Jesus. 
 
TREK DAY 5 >> Memorise & Practise 
Practise drawing steps 1, 2 & 3; memorise verses 1, 2 & 3; pray for your friends

> What different phrases are used here to describe sin?
