1 Deut 32:4 - God is the Rock, his works are perfect, he does no wrong. 
2 Rom 3:23 - For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God 
3 Rom 6:23 - For the wages of sin is death 
4 Rom 5:08 - BUT God demonstrates his own love for us in this: while we were 
still sinners Christ died for us. 
5 Rom 10:9 - That if you confess with your mouth. "Jesus is Lord," and 
believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 
 

TREK READING NOTES 
TREK DAY 1 >> Read Romans 10:8-10 
So far we�ve seen that God is perfect, all people are sinful and that because of 
sin we can�t be friends with God. This is bad news. But wait� there�s more! 
Christ died the death that we deserve. How do we respond? 
> From v9 how are we to respond to what Jesus has done? 
> Have you responded like this? 
 

Ask God to help you to believe that Jesus is the Risen Lord.

STUDY FOR SUNDAY 
KICK OFF � Why do you think that lots of people don�t believe in Jesus? 
 

Pray & Read: Romans 10:8-13 
> What do these verses say about how we are to respond to the goodnews of Jesus? 
> What are other words for �believe�? 
> Have you responded to Jesus like this? What�s stopping you? 
 

Read: Romans 10:14-15 
> Look at the diagram from TREK DAY 3. Does it make sense? 
> Why is it so important that we tell people about Jesus? (Picture 3 may help) 
> Why do you think feet are described as beautiful in v15? What�s it mean? 
> How does this tie in with picture 1, 2, 3 & 4? 
> People need to desperately hear the goodnews of Jesus. Which friends are you 
praying for? If you don�t have non-Christian friends, where can you meet some?
