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How can Christian parents 
help their children transi-
tion well through the 
teenage years? Here is 
what I said to parents of 6 
graders as they prepare to 
enter youth group in 
2008. 
 
Knowing your parenting role 
is a great start. Christian par-
ents are in the business of 
helping their children transfer 
authorities. That is moving 
themselves out of the au-
thoritative position where a 
child always refers to them 
with regard to what they 
should do, act and say. To 
moving the Word of God into 
that position. For an adult 
Christians response to the 
question of  �what should I do 
here�  starts with �what does 
the Bible say�. 
 
Here are some ways that 
Christian parents can help 
their children in this process. 
 
Modelling 
 
As is true for life in general 
most things are more �caught 
than taught�. This is espe-
cially true in family life.  Sure 
your words matter but chil-

dren particularly watch what 
you do and will model them-
selves on that. The apostle 
Paul knew the power of mod-
elling as he reminded Timo-
thy his spiritual son  �you 
know� my way of life, my 
purpose, faith, patience, 
love, endurance� so he urged 
him �continue in what you 
have learned and become 
convinced of�. (2 Tim 
3:10,14) Our children will 
follow our example and giv-
ing them a good example is a 
wonderful and powerful heri-
tage. I find this a real chal-
lenge as a parent! 
 
Membership 
 
We are all members of nu-
merous communities in soci-
ety; schools, sporting groups, 
work groups etc.  But the 
church is not �any� commu-
nity group. We are Christ�s 
body, his people, the sheep 
that He shepherds. Passing 
on this understanding and 
value of Christ�s body is criti-
cal for our children. We want 
them to have a special place 
in their heart for God�s peo-
ple.

cruise by, getting top marks 
with little to no effort. If this 
is you, laziness is still not ok. 
Work hard. Challenge your-
self; apply yourself to your 
work. Work heartily, as for 
the Lord. 

d. Education costs money 

Just as an aside, there is an-
other reason you need to 
consider when thinking about 
why you should work hard at 
school. School isn�t free. Ob-
viously, if you go to a private 
school you know this, but 
even public education isn�t 
really free. You might not pay 
school fees (though you still 
have to pay for books, uni-
forms, excursions etc.), but 
the cost of education is 
funded by people, including 
your parents, paying tax. 
Other peoples� money is go-
ing towards educating you. 
I�m still trying to get my 
head around this completely, 
but I�m starting to think that 
if other people (your parents, 
tax-payers�) pay for your 
education; it�s almost like 
you�re stealing from them if 
you�re just going to waste 
your time at school. 

e. P = Degree? (For those 
going to Uni next year). 

Your years at university can 
be loads of fun, and are often 
the period in which Christians 
tend to do a lot of maturing. 
Most uni campuses have a 
group of Christians that meet 
regularly, go away on confer-
ences together, and are 
seeking to sharpen and en-
courage each other to serve 
Christ. Personally, I know I 
grew a lot going along to 
NCS, OCS, NTE and MYE 
(Lots of acronyms involved in 
being a uni student!). There�s 
usually a lot going on at most 

uni campuses, and, couple 
this with the fact that many 
classes and lectures don�t 
have a roll call, and there�s a 
great temptation to skip a 
lecture or a tutorial here and 
there, or to do a half-hearted 
job on an assignment. I�m 
guilty of that myself. There 
are a couple of reasons this 
attitude isn�t ok. 
 
Firstly, FEE-HELP (HECS) is 
exactly that � help. The ac-
tual cost of uni is staggering, 
but we have a system in Aus-
tralia where we subsidise uni 
courses. Full fee paying stu-
dents pay in the order of 
$10000- $55000 (4)each 
year for their education, but 
FEE-HELP usually means you 
generally pay $400-$800 per 
subject. If you take a Com-
monwealth Supported Place 
(most uni students), then 
you only pay a �contribution� 
towards the cost of your 
course, the tax-payer picks 
up the rest. So basically, 
other peoples� hard earned 
wages are taxed so you can 
go to uni. Work hard 
 
Secondly, you�re at uni to 
gain a degree that will enable 
you to work in a particular 
field. I don�t want to be 
treated by a Doctor who 
wagged their Anatomy 
classes, I don�t want an ac-
countant who skipped their 
lectures on taxation to help 
me do my tax return, and I�d 
be appalled if my children 
were being taught by a 
teacher who decided not to 
go to their tutorials on teach-
ing reading. You know, you 
can probably still pass if you 
miss a few classes, but 
you�re doing yourself and the 
people you�ll be working for 
(or with) a great disservice.
